Shults S. L. Regional Policy in Ukraine: evolutionary principles and strategic perspectives.

The necessity of raising the question of improvement of regional policy in Ukraine and
mechanisms for its implementation is described. It is proved that under Ukrainian realities
minor intermediate results of the transformation of the Ukrainian economy to a market economy
did not change: macroeconomic instability, increasingly uneven regional development, growth
and differentiation level of disproportionality. unstable and inconsistent reforms in regional
development has led to a lack of clear and consistent basic parameters of state regional policy.

Based on analysis of features of formation of state regional policy in Ukraine the stages of its
evolution is marked. The main stages of forming meaningful characteristics of regional policy,
that reflect the its implementation tactics and tools of managerial influence on the processes of
regional development are defined. Also article deals with regulatory and legal framework reforms
that took place during the years of independence of Ukraine from 1991 to present.

The basic disadvantages of its implementation, particularly in the area of strategic
planning, intergovernmental relations, relations between business and government regulation
of intra-regional and inter-territorial issues are analysed. Fundamental position, direction and
priority targets of modernization of state regional policy in Ukraine that will apply to ensure
decentralization of power, strengthening the real government and rationalization of management
impacts on socio-economic development of regions by transferring powers and resources for
their implementation at regional and local level are proved.

Attention is focused on the role of the Lviv school Regional studies in the formation of
methodological principles of regional policy of Ukraine, development of strategic and legal
documents of the national and regional levels for improving regional competitiveness and identify
strategic prospects of their development.

Lutskiv O. M., Maksymchuk M. V. The institutional environment of regional structural
policy.

Basic concepts and draft conceptual foundations of institutional frameworks of regional
structural policy, which includes the activities of the public authorities at regional and sub-
regional level, aimed at achieving a balanced and effective structure of the regional economy of
the state is determined. Objectives, strategic goals and priorities of regional structural policy of
Ukraine and the proposed conceptual and methodological tools, the system measures selected
to achieve strategic goals and priorities are outlined. The problems of institutional frameworks
of regional structural policy are researched.

The main attention in the article paid to determining basic concepts and delineation of
conceptual foundations of institutional frameworks of regional structural policy, formulation
of proposals for monitoring implementation of structural policies, including based on the
introduction of structural standards and benchmarks. Using the method of assessing structural
changes were evaluated internal and external structural standards for short, medium and long
term perspective by major branches of economy of Western Ukraine. According to the chosen
methodology for assessing the long-term perspective is matched with three groups of highly
developed countries. Because of the comparative studies of the selected structural standards
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and guidelines range of structural problems of the economy and its western region, proposed
solutions to these problems are defined.

The main obstacles to the implementation of effective structural changes in the economy of
the region and submitted proposals for their elimination are defined. In particular, the focus is
primarily on the decorrupted and demonopolised institutional environment that inhibits structural
changes, preserves inefficient economic structure of regions of the state. The proposals for the
transformation of regional and district state administration and formation on the basis of their
administrative structures of the European model. Special attention is focused on the formation
mechanism of formation mechanism of the regional budget and expenditure management budgets
regions, instability and imperfection of the legislation concerning the mechanism of budget
resources of the region, absence of legally enforceable fiscal powers to regional authorities;
inadequacies of the system of intergovernmental transfers.

Main priorities for structural transformation including the development of the tertiary
(services and finance) and quaternary (information area) of regions sectors, as these sectors
perform transactional function and generate the largest number of innovations that are able to
qualitatively change the course of economic development are grounded.

Popadynets N. M. The essence of the mechanism for the implementation of regional
structural policy.

In paper was determined that the for resolving of conflicts in the modern economy special
coordination mechanism is needed that would provide the necessary protection and realization
of economic interests of all economic subjects as well as sustainable and effective social and
economic development of the regions and the state as a whole. Was established that the purpose
of regional structural policy is to create conditions for successful entry into the market of all
interested entities on the basis of territorial and economic specificity of the region, strategic
areas of development of country. It was found that the strategic objectives of regional structural
policy are: identification of regional advantages of economic and social development that
should be considered when implementing innovative, investment and foreign economic policy;
formation of a stable economic system that provides innovative, competitive economy of the
region, implementation of regional programs in terms of mutual participation of private investors
and public investment; definition of the system of effective instruments of formation of a stable
economic system of the region. Programs of realization of regional and structural policy are
generalized and structural policy implementation mechanism of regional structural policy is
built. Instruments of realization of regional structural policy are determined. It is shown that
the basis of of the totality of social and economic relations, the priority of the economic system
development and maintenance of stability factor is an effective structural regional policy. It
is established that the successful implementation mechanism of the regional structural policy
is provided on the basis of targeted and strategic development management of region, that
presupposes the existence of different tools for modernization and development of the economic
system. The mechanism of realization of regional structural policy is a system of management
interactions of regional authorities and business environment that determine the formation of a
competitive economy based on complex tools (instruments) and actions (programs), based on
the strategic goals and objectives, and alignment tools and programs and further monitoring
of realization of regional structural policy that provides feedback to the system. The main
distinguishing feature of the proposed mechanism is consolidation of funds and actions of all
levels of management and business environment, hat accumulate the implementation of the law
of synergy that allows for the most efficient, balanced, innovative economy in the interests of
complex development of the territory. The mechanism is implemented through a set of different
tools (tax instruments, budget (transfer), price (tariff), investment tools, innovative, monetary,
institutional, legal and environmental instruments) to ensure compliance of regional structural
policy. We believe that the most appropriate is to use tools of implementation of structural policy
in the region, the role and importance of which at certain stages of the modernization of the
economy can change significantly.

Pysarenko S. M. Eurointegration bases of Ukraine regional policy transformation.

The article defines ways of formation Ukraine s regional policy with taking into account the
basic principles of a common EU regional policy and experience of regional policy transformation
in CEE countries — EU member states on their way to europeanization. The basic principles of
a common EU regional policy are: subsidiarity, partnership, programming, complementarity,
coherence, decentralization (deconcentration). The purpose of the joint EU regional policy is
strengthening and promoting regions as subjects of common European policies on the basis
of eliminating spatial disparities of economic and social development of EU member states
regions on the base of assistance for depressed regions to develop, their convergence. Ensuring
the implementation of specific purpose includes: formation of the optimal structure of regional
regulators and government relations. Taking into account that existing in Ukraine levels of
administrative - territorial system in terms of population do not meet the system adopted in the EU
NUTS, to adapt them to the system is proposed to carry out administrative - territorial reform in
two stages. In the first phase to form communities and counties (districts) that will fit NUT1 and
NUT?2, on the second — consolidation area in accordance with NUT3. As a result of transformation
of regional policy of Ukraine is expected regions convergence based on providing them with
the resources and authority. The success of the reform depends largely on solving one of the
main issues - creation of a new system of intergovernmental relations, which provides solutions
of problems on all levels of financial security from fiscal decentralization — revenue sharing
between the central and local authorities and local governments. The goal of decentralization
- form their own revenue base of regional governance based on changes in the distribution of
functions between budget levels. The basis of independence of local budgets have to become
their own revenues (local taxes and fees), fixed income (funds financial equalization communities
and regions, transfers, targeted subsidies, investment subsidies). The efforts of all levels of
regional authorities should be directed to facilitate convergence. For this purpose it is necessary
to develop science-based innovation strategy for the restructuring of regional economies,
to provide broader support for development of business environment; promote development
consulting, education, research and technological development, to provide loans on favorable

Zhuk P. V. Methodological basis and practical tasks of mountain territories sustainable
development in Ukraine.

Theoretical, methodological and practical issues concerning the tasks of mountain territories
sustainable development in Ukraine are outlined. Peculiarities of mountain territories that
stipulate the necessity to develop and implement special policy of their development are
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indicated. The experience of mountain policy implementation in foreign countries is presented
in short. On the basis of sustainable development global concept and modern approaches to its
implementation in mountain regions of Europe the role of nature exploitation in achievement
of mountain territories sustainable development goals is explained and basic principles of
sustainable nature exploitation are defined as following: economic need for natural resources
use, preserving nature exploitation traditions; granting advantages to local population in the
use of resources, preserving and reproducing natural wealth; ecological nature exploitation;
sticking to the limits of allowed ecological and economic compromise between the consequences
of nature exploitation. Taking into consideration the fact of mountain regions retardation in
economic development that restricts the possibilities of solution of mountain regions social and
ecological problems the conclusion over the urgency of the tasks of mountain territories economic
development taking into account their natural resources and ecologic conditions and simultaneous
solution of local population employment issues is made. The mechanisms of mountain territories
economic development stimulation in Ukraine and overcoming their social and economic
depressiveness are proposed on the basis of introducing special investment activity regimen in
mountain regions stipulated by the law of Ukraine for the priority development territories (PDT).
Along with this the system of incentive for the investors is proposed that should serve both as
the instrument of low investment attractiveness of mountain territories compensation and the
stimulator of realization of their relative advantages that lie in the uniqueness and great social
role of natural resources, demographic and ethno cultural potential of mountains. Territories
of priority development are proposed to have legally imposed special customs and tax regimens
and mechanisms of compensation and donations to the investors in case of implementation of
the projects approved by the managing bodies of the PDT. Preferential regimen of investment
activity should cover the types of economic activity and production that:
— are aimed at creation of jobs for local population;
— are oriented at efficient use of local natural resources;
— correspond to high ecologic standards and do not damage natural mountain complexes;
—  maintain production of competitive goods and services and stipulate funding of local budgets.

Creation of PDT in mountain regions of Carpathian region of Ukraine contributes at a
whole to the higher level of sustainable use of its natural resources potential. Aggregate level of
sustainable nature exploitation index in the region according to conducted estimation amounts
only to 0,578 that testifies to the fact that current state of nature exploitation in the region does
not correspond to the principles, criteria and requirements of sustainable development strategy
and shows the necessity of introducing the measures over the range of directions of economic,
social, ecologic and institutional nature in order to bring the nature exploitation state to modern
requirements.

Melnyk M. 1. Metropolisation processes in the region: conceptual approaches to spatial
analysis.

The peculiarities of metropolisation as the dominant trends of economic space, to its objective
conditions and factors are studied. the priority of of formation polycentric model of regional
development in the direction of creating metropolian habitats in different regions and reduction
of regional disparities, connecting regions to global communications and processes by the
metropolis transfer pulses of development to others.
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Metropolisation is determined as the process of increasing the concentration of social,
cultural, economic (including financial) capital of information, modern forms of economic
activity, innovation and creative and managerial capacity in some major cities, with convenient
“nodal” position, which is defined as neighborhood relations and communication system formed.

Conceptual approaches to spatial analysis metropolisation processes in the region are
generalized. The results of the evaluation of development of integral functions of metropolian
cities in terms of organizational, administrative, economic, innovative and creative, representative
tourist, cultural, scientific, educational, transport and logistics and socio-demographic
components are presented. The analysis showed that in the majority of functions L viv confirmed
its status as a regional metropolis that has higher than other cities in the Western Region
metropolis potential.

Spatial analysis of centro-peripheral interactions in the region, namely the dependence of
development the surrounding area on the level of major metropolitan cities, the complexity and
diversity of their functional status is done. Namely, we conducted a comprehensive assessment
of the impact intensity metropolis center (nucleus consolidating social and business) for socio-
economic development of districts of Lviv region, given their territorial proximity. In addition,
it was found that the depth of penetration of development pulses generated by the metropolis
center in the spatial aspect is different and depends primarily on the absorption capacity of their
economies to accept technological, managerial and social innovation, appropriate conditions
and resources development.

Prospects increase metropolis potential of large cities as centers of creative, innovative and
competitive economic activities associated with the expansion of intraregional, interregional
and international relations, intensification of inter-municipal cooperation, spatial optimization
of economic clusters, institutional frameworks to promote endogenous development factors, that
the effective use of internal growth potential is proved.

Metropolisation processes, characterized by a concentration of financial, economic,
cultural, managerial capacity in large metropolitan cities is determined by the implementation
of metropolitan functions. Increasing functional significance and weight of cities - metropolis
require development of an integrated theoretical and methodological framework for identifying
and assessing metropolitan processes in the relevant functional space in order to apply
recommendations for their further development. The essential understanding of metropolitan
function in culture is to understand it as an activity to ensure formation of expanded reproduction
and cultural resources that form the reference sample of social experience in culture and have
an impact on the surrounding metropolitan area and regions globally. In particular cultural
metropolitan function on subject-object level is determined by the spiritual, historical, cultural
connections in the city, as well as the weight of the cultural sector in the development of spatial
forms of social organization of higher hierarchical order. The methodological basis of research
metropolitan function in the cultural sphere should compose the subject-approach, which involves
analysis of metropolitan function in terms of indicators of concentration function (the analysis
of the number and density of localization of cultural institutions should be taken into account),
indicators of activity (sales functions, including coverage and availability of appropriate services
to consumers), as well as special implementation of quality indicators metropolitan functions that
enable the study of conditional radius of influence of metropolitan functions on the surrounding
area and globally.

The highest values of integral index of implementation metropolitan cultural features of the city
is provided by a number of competitive advantages held by the city in an appropriate functional
space. In particular, the space of the metropolitan as the historical center the governmental

Teslyuk R. T., Bil M. M., Makhonyuk O. V., Baranyak I. Y. Regional social and economic
research of migration problems: retrospective and modern approaches.

In this article the scientists of the Institute of Regional Research of the National Academy
of Sciences of Ukraine performed the retrospective review of elaborations on migration during
the period of the market relations formation and gaining of independence by the country.
The problems of dissertations that reveal the migration question are analyzed. The scientific
investigation directions of the migration question on the basis of scientists’ achievements in
defense of dissertations and results of publications in the Institute magazines are systematized.
This enabled to establish that till 2010 research problems were focused mainly on causes and
consequences of migration, its specificity in cross-border area, geospatial and globalization
aspects, in particular as to population mobility in rural areas, problems of repatriation of
different ethnic groups.

The special investigation themes were formed according to the studying fields of social
and labor potential and labor market where migration determinants are characterized by high
importance. Since 2009, it has been performed the general characteristics of modern trends of
the migration issues study within the department of social and human development of the region.

1t is generalized the main scientific achievements of the department in publications (edition of
the collective monograph “Regional migration policy and mechanisms for its implementation”,
reference books, collections of scientific works, etc.), an event with a discussion about migration
issues (two international scientific conferences, round tables, seminars), applied testing research
results at the level of government bodies of the national and local levels, including the state
Migration Service of Ukraine. It is presented the main scientific research areas of the department
through review of the research themes for the period 2009-2014 where migration issues took
up a key position.
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These fields are: conditions of migration processes with emphasis on environment
multiculturalism in which they occur; migration determinants of social work organization;
consequences of migration for development of the social and demographic potential of the
region, system approach to the organization of migration processes in the context of sustainable
development, system of social and economic security of migrant workers.

Objective concepts and terminology, including regional migration policy definitions,
regional migration systems, social and labor systems, migration networks, human potential of a
migrant, social security of a migrant and others were developed. Scientific research perspectives
of migration issues that concentrate scientists’ attention on social and cultural migration
consequences and their regulation possibilities within the country are defined.

In the article the chart of forming of properties of side is worked out «economic activityy,
that predetermine expediency of her orientation at placing into places that own corresponding
qualities. Dividing of factors of placing of economic activity offers into internal (to that
corresponding properties of side behave «economic activity») and external (corresponding
properties of side are a «place»). Reasonably, that the state of environment can come forward
in quality of factor of placing for the types of economic activity with high requirements to the
cleanness of environment, high-performance formation of contaminations at the production
of the mobile blessing, high-performance formation of contaminations in the conditions of
compensative strategy ecologically sustainable economic development. It is well-proven that
for the types of economic activity with high requirements to the cleanness of environment placed
possible placing there are ecologically clean localities. Thus, it will be needed to be able a
potential businessman correctly to expect the additional funds of production of goods (charges
on loss prevention from influence of muddy environment, expense on indemnification of losses
from influence of muddy environment and loss from influence of muddy environment) in case
of placing in not ideal, from the point of view of cleanness of environment, place. Reasonably,
that for the types of economic activity high-performance formation of contaminations placed
of the possible placing is to territory with the liberal requirements of the state and local
communities to influence of economic activity on a natural environment. Thus, it will be needed
clearly to count additional charges a potential investor on prevention of contamination of
environment (charges on prevention of formation of contaminations and expense on prevention
of contamination of environment by already well-educated contaminations) in case of placing
in not ideal, from the point of view of freedom of contamination of environment, place. It
is well-proven that for the types of economic activity high-performance contamination of
environment placed possible placing there are localities with possibility of cheap prevention of
contamination of environment(on new and already existent there sources) within the framework
of compensative strategy. Thus, it will be needed clearly to count charges a potential investor
on realization of events in relation to prevention of contamination of environment(on new
and already existent in a region sources) and to form the optimal(the cheapest) program of
indemnification of the contamination predefined by the new placing or expansion existing.
Reasonably, that from the point of view of power and communities of various territorial units
most attractive will be a situation of orientation on the types of economic activity with high
requirements to the cleanness of environment with the simultaneous controlling of their negative
influence on quality of environment. Such approach, though creates the risk of worsening of
ecological situation, but assists to economic development. Further scientific researches offer
to carry out in direction forming of informative packages of data in a regional cut for the types
of economic activity, where contamination of environment is the factor of placing, and also
in direction of development of mechanisms ecologically sustainable economic development
in a region.

Borshchevskyy V. V. Influence of institutional dysfunctions on the efficiency of use of socio-
economic potential of the rural areas development.

The basic institutional dysfunctions in the context of their influence on the efficiency of social
and economic potential of development of the rural areas of Ukraine are investigated. The
theoretical and methodological principles of forming and deep-rooting the main institutional
dysfunctions are analyzed. The special attention is paid to the «institutional trapsy (steady
inefficient institutions which reduce transactional costs of their participants, but increase these
costs for the economy in general), «institutional mutations» and «mimicry of institutions» (partial
or complete change of the internal target orientation of the institute while maintaining its «outer
shelly), «anomie of the institutions» (weakening and incompleteness of the institution, decrease
of the real importance of the rules that it support).

It was found the obvious dependence of the described institutional dysfunctions on the presence
in the economic space of the country such institutional gaps as: «institutional vacuumy (lack of
institutions and norms required for the proper regulation of the economy), «institutional ruptures»
(regulatory disparities between adjacent institutions or institutional levels), «institutional pits»
(the part of the institutional space in which there is a simultaneous need of institutional changes
but there are no institutional mechanisms of such changes), «anti-institutions» (norms that does
not comply with the spirit of particular institutional environment and rules of economic behavior).
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The examples of the destructive influence of the institutional dysfunctions on the efficiency of
using the potential of social and economic development of rural areas of Ukraine are proposed.
In particular, the attention focuses on the significant decrease of labor productivity and falling
of profitability of agricultural production under the influence of the «institutional trapsy,
«institutional mutationsy, «institutional anomie» and «mimicry of institutionsy.

The reasons for the emergence of the major institutional dysfunction in the rural economy
are identified. In particular, the genesis of formatting of the institutional «corruption trapy,
«illegalization trapy» and «trap of self-implementing pessimistic expectations» under the influence
of the «institutional vacuumpy, «institutional rupturesy, «institutional pits» and «anti-institutionsy
that cause the lack of control of the local government, destroy the sound competition in the rural
economy, decrease the quality of human and social capital of the village, demoralization of the
rural society is traced.

Means of minimizing the destructive impact of the institutional dysfunctions on the efficiency
of using the potential of social and economic development of rural areas of Ukraine are proposed.
This primarily refers to blocking the reasons that lead to the producing of the institutional
«corruption trap «, «illegalization trap» and «trap of self-implementing pessimistic expectations»
inrural areas. In addition, directions of forming in the rural economy of a number of institutions
that can to compete with «institutional traps» are outlined. These institutions will ensure for
their participants smaller transaction costs than under conditions of the «institutional traps»
and destroying these traps. Agricultural clusters and agro-industrial parks may be the examples
of such institutions.

The tools that can ensure the efficient use of the socio-economic potential of Ukraine
rural areas on the basis of development of the local self-government village institutions, rural
entrepreneurship, education and health protection of the rural residents are described.

Prytula K. M. Features of identification of Ukrainian rural areas under conditions of the
existing administrative-territorial system.

An important component of European rural development policy is to expand the capacity of
local communities to solve the current needs of the territory, which increases the efficiency of
the management of their development. Accordingly, the European practice of local government
suggests that the local community can deal with all the available land on its territory.

It is stated in the article that status of rural areas has not yet been determined and not
legally secured in Ukraine. Besides, the area of jurisdiction of each rural communities has not
been outlined; their economic base has not been formed as institutional framework of rural
development.

The aim of the paper is to identify rural areas within the existing administrative-territorial
system.

The author believes that the successful conduct of the administrative-territorial reform will
be provided by the reform of institutions of state power, the reform of local self-government
(maximum decentralization) and territorial reform, which would be a precondition for sustainable
development of rural areas. As part of this reform is necessity to define the territory of jurisdiction
of each rural communities. Implementing the European practice of local government, local
community should have at its disposal all the available land on its territory. In this case, the
community should give a maximum capacity of powers and functions, enabling it to solve the
problem for most areas.

Current legislation states that all categories of land (excluding land defense, which are
allowed in public ownership) can be in state, municipal and private property. That is, a priori,
local community is entitled to have all types of land, and this right is not restricted by the space
outside the settlement.

According to the administrative-territorial approach the components of rural area are: its local
community, rural settlement (village or settlement) with all the equipped it residential, social,
industrial purposes and the proper infrastructure and land and buildings outside the settlement,
which under the law belong to residents or territorial communities throughout the area.

Vagueness of the concept of rural areas in national legislation, incomplete process of
separation of state and municipal property, heterogeneity in the development of rural areas,
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can not ensure the use of all available resources in its territory in order to ensure sustainable
development. Existing opportunities of rural areas are limited. The weakness of the economic
and financial base of villages and towns makes the activities of local government ineffective.
The provision of basic standard of living and a certain set of mandatory services to the rural
population needs proper financial support, which therefore requires fundamental and qualitative
changes in the existing administrative-territorial system.

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Kulish I. M. Directions of increasing of competitiveness of rural areas: innovative context.

The article considers the dependence of competitiveness of rural territories of Ukraine on
their innovation capabilities. The basic directions of increase of competitiveness of rural Ukraine
are shown. Under the urbanization of rural areas one should understand their transition to a
qualitatively new format of life, which involves aligning opportunity of peasants and townspeople
while preserving differences in the nature of the work. Was emphasized that in the present context
the key to of this is the availability of an innovative component of the area. Benefits for of rural
territories, that are provided by scientific and technical progress are highlighted. It is proved that
science and technology are the cause of reducing the number of persons employed in agriculture,
and hence the rural population. Decrease in rural population does not mean the stagnation of
rural areas. It is shown that without proper economic factors of social organization innovative
development are ineffective. Was determined that the competitiveness of rural territories of is
formed only in a harmonious combination of scientific, technological, institutional and human
aspects. In today s environment of limited financial resources that could potentially be used
for the development of rural territories Ukraine, is problematic to carry out innovations by
introducing new technologies and procurement the latest technology, the acquisition of elite seed
material, and so it makes sense to give primary priority to areas that are insufficiently developed
whose economic activities are related to rural areas that do not require large investments. For
this purpose analysis of reserves of innovativeness of rural territories of Ukraine are made
and determined that the most popular among them, due to global demand, is the production of
organic agricultural products and rural tourism. Global trend of comparison of the performance
with environmental component of agricultural production is noted. It is proved that by national
standards, organic production can not be attributed to innovation. Using Oslo Manual expirience
factors that belong to the goals and outcomes of innovation for the production of organic products
are allocated. Achievements of national science, aimed at creation of new plant varieties and
animal breeds are shown. Weak link between research institutions and farmers is underlined.
Is emphasized on the need for state-level continuous monitoring of innovation in rural areas
around the world and creation of conditions for their implementation in Ukraine.

Krupin V. Y., Maksymenko A. O., Zlydnyk Y. R. Socio-demographic potential of rural areas
of Western region: problems of formation and ways of implementation.

In the Western region of Ukraine, where the shares of rural population and rural areas
are comparatively high, the problems of socio-economic development have common features,
therefore they require to be determined and analyzed in order to ensure an effective realization
of the existing potential.

The purpose of the article is to analyze current state, trends and prospects of development of
socio-demographic potential in rural areas of Western region of Ukraine.

The rural population of Western Ukraine has been reducing since the achievement of
independence. The proportion of age structure has changed insignificantly in the last 12 years
(2000-2012). In 2012, age group of 15-64 years remained the largest. At the same time, population
under 15 years has been declining.

It should be noted that the decrease rate of the economically inactive population under 15
years of age is higher compared to the age group of over 65 years old. There is a strong possibility
in short-term perspective that burden on people of working age will be increasing due to growth
of the share of elderly people and absence of positive growth rates of youth.

The problems of forming the educational level of the population and medical care in
rural areas have been outlined in the article. Coverage of the population with preschool and
secondary education has been estimated, the problem of staff development in rural areas has been
emphasized upon, and provision of primary care in rural areas has been reviewed. Employment
and unemployment rates in rural areas have been analyzed. In particular, employment rate of
the rural population in the Western region varies and common trend hasn t been observed. As to
unemployment rate in rural areas, in 2012 only three oblasts (Ivano-Frankivska, Lvivska, and
Ternopilska oblasts) had this figure below the average national level.

Realization of socio-demographic potential of rural areas in Western Ukraine requires
a comprehensive approach that will include the following main directions: 1) ensuring the
development of agriculture as a priority economic activity and its transformation to market
oriented; 2) activization of non-agricultural activities, 3) modernization of industrial and
social infrastructure, ensuring not only quantitative growth of infrastructural objects, but also
improvement of their and the quality of their services; 4) transformation of the rural population
mentality through education and information policy in order to increase initiative and active
participation in economic and social life on the territory of their residence.

Kozoriz M. A., Storonyanska I. Z. Strategic imperatives of financial management in the
region.

This article provides justification of theoretical approaches to the isolation of such categories
as «finance of the region» and the definition of its purpose in ensuring the effective functioning
of the Regions, determination of potential and real opportunities in the region to ensure their
socio-economic development based on the sustainable use of its own financial resources; a critical
analysis of existing mechanisms to present financial management regions and identify the causes
of low efficiency is presented; new directions to ensure effective financial management regions
based on consideration of changes and opportunities created under the influence of intensification
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of integration processes in Ukraine and in the world economy is justified.

Finances of regions is regarded as part of local finances (according to the structure of the
financial system of Ukraine) and are a system of economic relations on the creation, use and
distribution of financial resources between economic agents within a region in order to ensure
its current functioning and development.

Feature of authors methodological approach to the study of finance in the region are laying
their foundation and giving priority to the financial potential of the region formed over financial
resources, allowing to expand the horizons of research by finances of the region, including their
structure, along with the available financial resources of potential component, included along
with budget potential financial capacity of the region, which is formed in the sectors of financial
and non-financial corporations, households.

We prove the illegality of the use of a total approach to the implementation of national
regional policy and its organization according to individual, selective approach to ensuring
development of regions, due to the significant differentiation of regions of Ukraine in terms of
financial and economic capacity and a set of other objective factors. Thus, the magnitude of the
financial potential of the region has become an integral factor, to which should form the frame
of financial relations between the state and the regions that will increase the responsibility of
local authorities for the rational of formation, usage and accumulation of endogenous financial
potential.

Voznyak H. V. Budget mechanisms of support of regional development in conditions of
modernization of Ukraine’s economy.

In the article the existing mechanisms of formation and implementation of the budget of
regional development policy were reviewed. Their structural elements are determined and
characteristics are presented. The state budget mechanisms of support of regional development
which funding sources are state and local budgets. We consider the current problems of finding
and accumulation of financial resources in the budget for regional development. The paper
emphasis on subventions, state targeted programs, government guarantees and the State Regional
Development Fund as a key budget support mechanisms of regional development.

1t is proved that for the process of allocating subsidies is inherent «latent management
from centery, imperfect budget allocation procedure and excessive dispersion of subsidies;
implementation of state programs of regional development is accompanied by lack of coordination
of sectoral and regional institutions, and the use of funds of the State Regional Development
Fund contains a number of shortcomings.

A number of recommendations on optimization of existing and search potential sources of
the financial resources to ensure regional development is formulated. Thus, in the direction of
improvement of the procedure of formation of funds of the State Regional Development Fund is
advisable to establish an indicative amount of fund in policy documents of the government in the
medium term with restraint adjustment of indicators no more than 10%, and the allocation of the
fund is appropriate to use the index method of distribution that will ensure transparency of the
procedure. In order to facilitate the flow of financial resources to the regions it is advisable to
initiate the introduction of competitive selection procedure of proposals from local communities
to obtain subsidies for social and economic development.

Prospects for further research in this area is the question of fiscal decentralization, analytical
research of budget mechanisms of regional development, which funding sources are local budgets.

Ishchuk S. O. Investment process and prospects of development of the industrial sector in
the Western Region of Ukraine.

In the conditions of overcoming the consequences of the socio-political crisis in Ukraine,
one of the most important problems hindering the development of the national economy, is an
insufficient amount of investment resources attracted in national economy and, above all, in the
real sector. The solution to this urgent problem lies in finding reliable sources for financing the
investments with their consequent effective use for revival of business activities in all regions
of Ukraine. Hence the article is devoted to the determination of dynamics and key trends of
investment process in the Western region, as well as to outline the prospects of the development
of the industrial sector of Lviv region, in particular in terms of deepening European integration
of Ukraine. In this context, the criteria for selecting the priority directions of investment in the
region have been grounded through the prism of investment activities indicators. A multifactorial
assessment of the impact of structural transformations, forecasted in the branch cut, on the
economy of Western region of Ukraine has been conducted, and the optimized structure of
investments into fixed capital of the region has been constructed by types of economic activities.
Methodological tools to optimize the structure of the sources of capital investment financing,
based on the use of elimination method, particularly the method of chain substitutions, have been
developed and tested at the level of the Lviv region, which allows to determine the influence of
each of the sources of investment resources on the investment profitability.

A new methodological approach to the evaluation of the core capital of the region has been
proposed. The basis of the methodology lies on the system of economic and mathematical models
for the determination of total and partial integral indices, characterizing the state, reproduction
and the level of use of the core capital. According to the results of the calculations, trends of
partial integral indices are compared, and tendentious lag (both in all Ukraine and in the Western
region) of movement integral index values from the values of indicators of economic status and
of core capital effectiveness, has been found. It was proven that inadequate general level of
capital renovation was the result of extensive investment process.

The problematic issues and promising operating conditions for industrial sector in the Western
region have been outlined, and a number of practical measures to ensure the further development
of the industrial, transportation and construction companies have been proposed. The necessity
of creating regional public data base (in the form of interactive catalog or registry) of the current
and potential modernization projects, which will present comprehensive information on needs in

the resources with precise indication of their volumes, the nomenclature (for capital resources),
assortment (for materials), qualifications (for labour), has been proved. The introduction of
this approach of inter-sectoral interactions into the practice will solve the complex problems of
ensuring the development and increasing of competitiveness of economic activities, belonging
to the production sphere of the region, i.e. industry, transport and construction.

Storonyanska I. Z., Pelekhatyy A. O. Financial support of the development of local
communities in the context of the administrative-territorial reform.

The main obstacles to achieve efficiency in financial provision of local communities
development namely the discrepancy in the revenue base of local budgets and assigned goals to
improve their financial capacity, lack of incentives for efficient use their own financial capacity,
differentiation of local communities in terms of budgetary provision; vertical and horizontal
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imbalances in local budgets in the region; negligible expenditures of local budgets on development
of territories; imperfect mechanism of payments of the State Treasury budget that are carried
out by local authorities.

The structure of revenues of local budgets of Lviv Oblast, in 2001-2013 pp. is investigated.
Conclusions are done that paternalistic expectations at the local level are caused by the
application of the principle of «according to needs» while targeting state transfers for financing
the existing network of budgetary institutions without estimation of expediency and effectiveness
of social functioningas well as lack of real impact of local government on tax base, rates, rules
of administration, that are defined at the central level.

The basic concepts of financial sustainability of local communities are defined, which include:
strengthening the financial independence of local communities and regions of local budgets;
rejection of the paternalistic model of relations between the center and the regions and stimulation
of an effective use their own financial capacity of local communities, ensure the effectiveness of
intergovernmental relations, increase of the volume of investment-related expenditure.

Steps proposed by Government of Ukraine regarding changes in tax system and
intergovernmental relations aimed at decentralization of public finances are considered. The
necessity of achieving financial capacity of local communities that will ensure the transfer of
basic weight of management process on the local level is explained. The volume of increase of
non-budgetary financial resources that will affect the increase of investment activity of local
community is proposed. Was determined that the achievement of financial independence is
impossible without transformation of local communities to the beneficial owners of public
property, including forests and lands. Priorities for Parliament, which will create the foundation
for of more qualitative and development planning are identified.

Mikula N. A., Tsybulska Y. O., Tsisinska O. B. Mechanisms of the competitiveness ensuring
in the cross-border space.

Boundary regions of neighboring countries combine their efforts towards the development
of common or coordination of existing mechanisms of competitiveness ensuring in the struggle
for human resources for investment and business in cross-border space. However, such existing
problems of cross-border actors’ interactions as differences in legislation, inappropriate
infrastructure and lack of close cooperation between cross-border actors, leads to the low level
of cross-border cooperation, which in turn leads to the outflow of labor for permanent residence
in other countries, location of business and investments in other countries or “central” regions
of the state — all this deepens the gap in the socio-economic development of the border regions.
Theoretical, methodological and methodical approaches to the research and development of
mechanisms of competitiveness ensuring in the cross-border space remain under-developed,
that confirm the relevance and necessity of the researches in this area.

The purpose of this article is to outline the theoretical foundations of the development of
mechanisms to ensure competitiveness in the cross-border space.

The theoretical basis for the development of the mechanisms for the cross-border space
competitiveness ensuring is outlined in the article. Particularly, the approaches to the essence
of cross-border space and competitiveness in the cross-border space are generalized. Special
attention is focused on the need to development of new and convergence of the existing mechanisms
to ensure the competitiveness in the cross-border space and the role of government in these
processes. The competitiveness of cross-border area will be ensured through borrowing or the
extension of existing mechanisms competitiveness from/to neighboring areas and/or the formation
of joint mechanisms in cross-border region for the appearance of the competitive advantage. Thus,
the approach to competitiveness ensuring in the cross-border space through the convergence of
legal, organizational and economic mechanisms of competitiveness ensuring from each side of
the border is proposed in the article.

The decrease of the differentiation in the level of economic development and harmonization
of legislation will facilitate the growth of cross-border mobility of the inhabitants of the cross-
border region, the emergence of joint ventures and business infrastructure elements, as well as
this will enhance cross-border cooperation. Particularly important in these processes is the role
of authorities of all levels. Effective cooperation of regional authorities and local self-governing
authorities from different sides of the border would create conditions for raising funds from
international funds and donor organizations for their further investment in the development of
the cross-border region, for the continuous learning process of whole actors of cross-border
cooperation and other institutions involved in the development of the region, for the formation
of organizational and information infrastructure for interaction of authorities, regional or local
development agencies from cross-border region through the creation of a single institutional
mechanism, as well as will facilitate the development of informational materials and presentations
about the cross-border region and various international events to improve its international

image and intensify cross-border cooperation to promote fundraising from international private
investors and organizations, etc.

Tymechko I. R., Matvyeyev Y. E. Forms of interaction of economic actors in the cross-
border space.

The development of cross-border cooperation has shown that current cross-border cooperation
forms do not allow to perform all tasks. It makes condition for new forms emerging, and each
form should be created and operate according to special procedures.

The aim of the paper is describing the forms of interaction of economic actors in the cross-
border space and presenting the main characteristics of that forms.

Many different forms of interaction are used in the cross-border cooperation. List of used
forms depends on the chosen model of cross-border interaction. Each interaction form requires
some transaction costs. Economic actors select the most effective models of interaction among
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interchangeable models. The effectiveness of the cross-border cooperation models should be
evaluated by transaction costs.

Selection of the cross-border interaction model is based on a comparison of total transaction
costs for different combinations of the used forms of interaction. The high variability of transaction
costs for cross-border interaction causes a change of feasibility of cross-border cooperation,
and it influence on the territorial localization of cross-border market.

The interaction in cross-border area is realized by economic actors of cross-border
market, central and regional authorities, and international organizations. It forms a particular
institutional environment. The transformation of the institutional environment of neighboring
countries can both facilitate and hinder the process of cooperation in cross-border area.

Formation and development of effective cross-border interactions in Ukraine depends on the
institutional environment. Today institutional environment of cross-border cooperation are not
similar in different parts of the Ukrainian border. During the direct interaction the subjects of
cross-border markets, in addition to general obstacles, faced with specific obstacles: customs
and other charges; restrictions applicable to the movement of goods across the border; different
legal, tax and customs systems, different opportunities to use allowance and privileges according
to the regional and national legislation of neighboring countries; different quality of regional
infrastructure etc.

Economic conditions, including institutional environment, influence the level of transaction
costs. It promotes selecting the most effective forms (according to cross-border cooperation
participants viewpoint), which in turn changes the institutional environment.

Cross-border cooperation participants follow certain interaction rules only on their own
accord. Selection of the cross-border interaction forms usually are resolved by mutual agreement
of all the participants. However, sometimes one participant forces other participants for achieving
their consent.

Selection of cross-border interaction forms is bounded rational because rationality of the
cross-border economic actors is limited by the information they have, the cognitive limitations
of their minds, and the finite amount of time they have to make a decision.
