Vlasyuk O. S. Challenges, risks and priorities of the reform of regional development in Ukraine in the
conditions of decentralization of power.

The article is devoted to coverage of the scientific and practical aspects of decentralization as a rational
alternative to the federalization and the mechanism of Ukraine s rapprochement with the European standards
development. It is established Ukraine during the last ten months of consistent decentralization as part of the
modernized regional policy, enshrined in the basic normative legal acts of the constituent and programmatic
character. In particular, in the Concepts and Action Plan of reform of local self-government and territorial
organization of government in Ukraine, the Coalition Agreement of the current parliamentary coalition,
“Sustainable Development Strategy “Ukraine — 2020, the Programme of activities of the Cabinet of Ministers
of Ukraine etc. The risks of decentralization, namely the limited funds of local budgets, weak capacity of
local communities to attract financial resources, low efficiency of use of financial resources are analyzed. The
necessity of solving the tasks of economic strengthening of small regional communities, as well as reducing
their dependence on budgetary support is emphasized in the article. Towards solving this problem should be
considered as implementation of administrative-territorial reform and the Acts “On Cooperation between
Territorial Communities” and “On a voluntary association of territorial communities”. The basic directions of
reformation of administrative services in Ukraine is proposed: regulatory optimization for obtaining payment
of administrative services, unification of administrative procedures and the improvement of administrative
services; the gradual transfer to the competence of local authorities a wider range of services. Maintaining
balanced approach to decentralization, the impossibility of the appearance of “preferred” regions, ensuring
equal conditions for regional development, the formation of viable and competitive territorial entities that can
implemented an active economic policy are noted on. The prerequisites of self-development and growth of local
entities is revealed. A wide implementation at the local level mechanisms and instruments of rational use of
internal capacity development, which is based on decentralization, is proposed.

Huseva M. O. Structural transformations in the economy of the region: the evaluation of the state and
priorities of the structural correction.

The complexity and ambiguity of the processes of the regional development which are stipulated by the
influence of the inner and outer variety of the factors, lead to the occurrence of the significant changes in the
functioning of the regional economic systems which conversely cause the structural transformations of the
regional development. The existing contradiction between immensely growing needs and limited resources in the
regional economic system causes the necessity of their concentration on the priority spheres of its social-and-
economic development and respectively the search for the course of accomplishment of regional structural policy.
Consequently, the choice of priorities is the first component of the structural policy by logic and significance.
The effective regional structural policy has to take into consideration the criteria of the priorities’ choice and
to have its background on the weighed application of various instruments of disparity removal and balance
renewal on the middle level. The aim of the article is to define the character and level of economic stability of
the region as a result of the investigation of intensity of its structural processes and revelation of the number of
factors which forms its structural priorities today. The investigation is accomplished in the example of Rivne
region. In the article the evaluation of the structural changes in the regional economy according to the main
forms of activity is accomplished (in the example of Rivne region), the analysis of its industrial potential and
reproductive economic structure is held, and also the prospects of the structural correction of economy of this
region for the nearest period is proved on the basis of the prediction of the gross value added. As a result of
the evaluation of economy s structure of Rivne region it is analyzed how stably and intensively the changes are
being made in the economy s structure of this region. As a result of the investigation the transformation of the
economy s structure of the region is revealed, namely its diversion from economy which is oriented to services
into the industrial oriented economy owing to the increase of the industrial share in the total structure of the
regional output and accordingly reduction of share of traditional for this region economic activity. The character
of transformational processes in the economy of this region is analyzed and the priority tasks for the region for
the nearest perspective in the light of these transformations are set. It is discovered that the leading spheres,
that are the points of economic increase of the region according to the share of sphere in total volume of gross
value added, happened to be the industry, other types of services and agronomy. Additional attention, especially
during the formation of the regional policy and elaboration of the strategies for the regional development for
the nearest and distant perspective, should be paid to the spheres of education, care of public health, financial
activity and other types of social services.

Synyutka O. M. Basic determinants metropolises’ status of the major cities of Ukraine: a functional aspect.
The methodical approach of determination metropolises’ status of the major cities in Ukraine on the basis
of determining them hierarchically-functional structure are proposed, namely it is the identification of criteria
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and indicators for assessing the level of implementation of their metropolis functions. Functional areas are
defined, which include the similar nature of the implementation metropolis functions: administrative-political
(administrative and political metropolis functions); economic (economic, financial and investment metropolis
functions), innovation and creative (educational, scientific and innovative metropolis functions); communication
(transport and logistics metropolis functions),; cultural information (cultural, spiritual, and tourist information
metropolis functions). An integrated assessment of the implementation of metropolis functions is implemented,
by calculating the integral index of the realization of metropolis functions of the city-metropolis. The ranking of
the major regional centres of Ukraine on the implementation level metropolis functions is held, which allowed
identifying prospective ways and possibilities to improve the functional status of regional metropolises in the
future. In particular, it is established that Donetsk specialized in the development of administrative and economic
metropolis functions, Dnepropetrovsk specialized in business and investment metropolis functions, Kharkiv
specialized in educational, scientific and innovative metropolis functions, Odessa — political, logistical, cultural
and tourism metropolis functions and Lviv — political, transport, cultural and tourist metropolis functions.

Hurnyak I. L., Datsko O. 1., Yaremchuk O. I. The value added as the basis of economic development of
local communities.

The theoretical bases of surplus value and economic value added formation are analyzed. The process of
value-added formation by local communities is not sufficiently studied and isn't included in the planning and
provision of local communities development policy in Ukraine. There is summarized that people do not create
any matter (substance) or energy in the process of the value added creation, but only provide a transformation
of available forms of energy through the work to receive the energies with a higher level of utility. The benefit of
local community is that a nature makes significant portion of energy transformation without human intervention.
Therefore, local communities should ensure preservation and effective using of natural resources in the context
of the sustainable development aims, and to use the ability to produce value added through natural processes,
which reduce transaction costs significantly. Local communities can provide its activity without creating economic
added value if they possess effective system and sufficient resource capability. Local communities are integrated
in the economic system at the state level, become a subject of market economy (firstly through reallocation of
resources by fiscal system) and therefore must ensure the formation of economic value added. The resource base
for formation the added value and its capitalization into economic value added in the life of local communities
is outlined; the primary sources of surplus value created by the Earth are specified. The state, community and
individual roles in value added production and consumption process at the local community level in Ukraine are
defined. There is proved that local community is a business entity that for ensuring its economic self-sufficiency
and efficiency must not only produce value added, but also economic value added. A value added process by
local community consists of assessment of the local community energy balance (all forms of energy that can be
involved in transformation), receiving outside energy resources (if it is necessary); work of transformation the
existing forms of energy into its utility kinds, social manifestation of created objects (absolute surplus value);
obtaining the value by created (potential of utility); market capitalization of value added and the establishing of
economic value added. In the wellbeing of local communities the amount of produced value added is optimized
because local communities have no enrichment interests.

Barna M. Y. Analysis of factors of external influence on domestic trade of Ukraine and Lviv region.

In this paper, it is stated that environmental factors of institutional and transformational, economic and
social nature have influence on the domestic trade of Ukraine and Lviv region. Aggregate turnover of domestic
trade Ukraine, which shows the development of the field of trade and economic situation in the country, is chosen
as a key criterion for the integrated assessment. Therefore, turnover is taken as a resulting value to identify
the main factors, influencing the development of domestic trade of Ukraine. One of the stages of the integrated
evaluation of the effectiveness of internal trade system transformation in Ukraine is determination of the main
factors of external influence and distinguish them by subsystems. For the analysis of turnover on the national
(Ukraine) and regional (Lviv) levels, an authorial division of factors is applied. The use of regression-correlation
analysis and multiple regression models creation is an effective tool for reasonable selection and evaluation of
factors influencing the turnover in the relevant terms of economic development of the country and its particular
territories, factors management and forecasting. Construction of econometric models by using multivariate
methods of correlation and regression analysis to identify factors of external influence on domestic trade of
Ukraine, and in particular — Lviv region, is done in a certain sequence. It involves modeling the link between
the factor and the resulting values by selecting the corresponding equation with best possible description of
the studied dependency; verification of a model by statistical evaluation of reliability of the liaison indicator.
Correlation and regression analysis was used to study the impact of factors on the formation of turnover in some
aspects, one of which is to determine the relationship between Ukraine's trade and the environmental factors.
Factors are verified for multicollinearity, and correlation of predictors is detected basing on official statistics
by using modeling. Multifactor econometric models are derived, and their quality is tested by means of multiple
correlation coefficient, coefficient of determination, Fisher s criterion and Student s t test. The estimation results
based on the models show that there is a stable correlation between turnover and the factors, included into the
model. Using correlation and regression analysis we identified the highest priority factors of external influence
on domestic trade, which are factors of institutional and transformation subsystem (the country s image in the
international market, trade infrastructure development, developed industrial information and communication
networks, political situation in the country) and factors of economic subsystems (the country s stage of economic
development).

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Zablotskyy M. B. Decentralization and regulation of balance and stabilization of economy of the region
(an example of Lviv region).

The problems of imbalance of economy of Ukraine regions and methodological approaches to the formation
of balance, stabilization and growth are considered. The principles of governance decentralization and regulation
of balance of regional economy by local authorities on the basis of market economy are grounded. The main
principles of decentralization of economic governance are: firstly, transfer some of management financial and
industrial powers from the center to the region, secondly, the region should assume functions of mobilizing of
funds for balancing revenues with expenditures; thirdly, making of investments in the economic sphere of the
region for optimization of proportions of production, income and consumption. Regional demand for money and
regional supply of the natural product as main parameters of balanced economy equation are presented in basis
of the model of balance of the economy and functions of major regulators of the region. The dynamics of demand
volume for money and supply of the natural product and calculation of real parameters of unbalanced regional
economy are estimated on an example of the Lviv region. The information base for the region regulators are key
quotient-resulting variables of the model of the region economy Op = vM and of its dynamic form 1Q-ip=iv-IM,
where 1Q — index of physical product volume, ip — index of product unit price, iv — index of money turnover,
IM — index of monetary income volume in the region. Average annual indices of quotient-resulting variables
make possible to present the actual condition of the economy of the Lviv region in the form of model: 1,016 IQ -
1,1551ip: 0,966iv - 1,267IM. The model characterizes a high level of imbalance of financial, commodity markets
and the economy, which is accompanied with high price increase — 15.5% annually, demand for money —26.7%
due to a very low rate of growth of the physical volume of product in the manufacturing sectors of economy of
the region — 1.6%. The annual decrease in money turnover by 3,4% (1,000-0,966) shows a decline in purchasing
power of population, creditworthiness of enterprises caused by low-income and profits of enterprises and high
inflation level. The growth in circulation of money brings unreal but inflationary revenues and profits. Taking
into account the above-mentioned arguments, the dynamics of economy of the Lviv region can be represented
by the inequality: IQ<IM<IM/ip, which not meet the requirements of balance of the economy: IM=IM/ip=IQ.
The organizational, administrative and financial investment measures of economic stabilization are proposed.
The mechanism of change the model parameters in the process of reduction of interest rates and the growth of
money turnover and their impact on price stabilization in process of achieving of marginal rate of accumulation
of investments is presented.

Borshchevskyy V. V., Chemerys V. A. Modernization of social infrastructure in rural areas in the context
of increasing its economic potential and the evolution of the agricultural market in the region.

The impact of innovations on the development of social infrastructure in rural areas is investigated. The
factors of increasing the economic potential of the rural areas in the context of the modernization of social
infrastructure are identified. Attention is focused on a valuable role of social infrastructure of rural areas for
the evolution of agricultural market in the region. In particular, it is emphasized that modernization of social
infrastructure stimulates growth of supply and demand in agricultural market in the region. This gives reason
to study social infrastructure in rural areas as one of the components of agricultural market s infrastructure in
the region. The study found that the basic components of social infrastructure in rural areas, which affect the
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formation of economic potential of rural areas and are displayed on the agricultural market in the region, are:
the sphere of medical services for the rural population, pre-school and school education in rural areas, public
services for country folk, rural recreation and consumer services. Sustainable development and modernization of
these constituents promotes expanding employment and stimulates growth of demographic potential of rural areas
and the quality of its human and social capital. On this basis labor productivity in agriculture and in relating to
agriculture economic spheres is growing. In addition, the investment climate is improving, that entails the increase
of investment attractiveness of rural areas. It is substantiated that the quality of human capital improvement
and increasing of rural productivity leads to growth of country folk's income. This stimulates demand on the
agricultural market of the region. According to the results of the study proposals for state and local authorities are
formulated. These proposals relate to the priorities of implementation of infrastructure innovations in the social
sphere of rural areas. In particular, it is proposed to involve modernization of social infrastructure, localized in
rural areas, into priorities of the state agricultural policy, using mechanisms of its financial support similar to
those operating in the EU. To modernize the social infrastructure of the agrarian market of the region is also
proposed to create a modern system of financial incentives for businesses and the public in order to increase
investment resources allocated for the modernization of this infrastructure through co-financing mechanism.
Decentralization of power and increased levels of financial capability of rural communities is considered to be
an important factor in stimulating co-financing of projects of social infrastructure of the agrarian market in
the region. In addition, it is proposed to use international technical assistance programs more actively for the
implementation of infrastructure projects in rural areas. This primarily refers to projects of modernizing rural
medicine and education through grants that are involved by the local authorities and institutions of civil society.

Justification of the methods of assessing the production potential of
sustainable rural development in the region.

The essences of sustainable rural development, its social and economic potential are described. It is
proposed to consider a balanced development of rural areas as development, which met for the growing material
and spiritual needs of the rural population based on scientifically-based coordination of cost-effective and
environmentally acceptable use of social and economic potential of rural areas, socio-economic potential of
sustainable rural development - as an expression of the total available capacity and available resources fully
implemented to ensure the sustainable development of rural areas, production potential of rural areas - as a
total annual economic impact of existing and intended use of the available productive resources of rural areas in
terms of consistency of social and economic needs of the population with the requirements for environmentally
sustainable nature. It is shown that in the absence of an effective system of monitoring socio-economic development
of rural areas, the algorithm methods of assessing its production potential should be based on consideration
of the nature of the production potential; availability, reliability and completeness of existing information
resources, thus providing the possibility of its use and application objectivity and adequacy of the evaluation
results. Approaches to the assessment of the productive potential of rural areas with regard to multifunctionary
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of its structure are based. One of which provides, inter alia, the establishing of total annual economic benefit in
the form of total annual rental income of target appropriate land use designation as a territorial basis, natural
resources, means of production to make economic activities that are located within the rural area. A procedure
for the assessment of production potential of rural areas, taking into account the specific formation of rental
income in using of agricultural and non-agricultural purposes are proposed. In particular, it is specified that
as of Jan. 1, 2014 estimated annual rental income on individual agricultural land in Lviv region amounted to
UAH per 1 hectare: arable land - 538.25, perennial plants - 398.93, hayfields - 128.29, pastures - 118 69. The
peculiarities of data resources of the State Land Cadastre to assess the production potential of rural areas are
highlighted. Directions of using the assessment results in order to ensure sustainable rural development are
outlined. It is used for monitoring and forecasting changes under the influence of economic activity; development
of scientifically based recommendations for the implementation of more efficient use of current and future social
and economic potential of rural areas in general.

Benovska L. Y. The problems of financing of the expenditures of the local budgets in the context of fiscal
decentralization.

Financing of the expenditures of the local budgets in Ukraine is connected with a number of problems: on
the one hand, there are problems of low financial capability of the local budgets through an underdevelopment
of local taxation, insecurity by a sufficient amount of budget funds delegated by the state powers to the local
governments and a blurred delimitation of powers between the state power and the local government. On the
other hand, there is a low efficiency of using funds of the local budgets, which is shown up in the imbalance
of the expenditures of the local budgets and needs the optimization and improvement of the structure of the
expenditures. The purpose of the article is to clarify the main issues of financing the expenditures of the local
budgets and their solutions in the context of conduction of fiscal decentralization. The problems of financing of
the expenditures of the local budgets is connected with a low financial soundness of the local budgets and low
efficiency of expenditures, which is shown up in the existence of a significant discrepancy between a general
economic development and an increase of social expenditures of the budgets; an inefficient structure of
expenditures through the relaxation of the investment component, an existence of baseless network of institutions
and outdated methodological approaches to financing expenditures; problems of cash service of the expenditures.
Changes in budgetary politics of the state towards the provision of decentralization of financial resources, which
are fixed from 2015 in Budget and Tax Codes, although promote better filling of the local budgets, however
will not be able to improve the structure of their expenditures and will negatively affect the formation of budget
development. Positive steps of innovations is an introduction of subsidies from the state budget for education
and health care, which makes these expenditure items more predictable and gives local authorities an incentive
to save money; a transition in the intergovernmental relations from the system of balancing to the system of
equalisation, which will interest local authorities to draw additional earnings and to expand the existing tax
base; a removal of ban for reorganization and closure of educational and health care institutions, which allows
to make real steps to optimization of the network. However, the proposed measures of fiscal decentralization
require detailed miscount in the directions of correspondence between an increase of revenues by innovations
and amounts of expenditures necessary for performing the increase of amounts of the delegated powers for the
budgets of different levels. Particular attention should be paid to the formation of the budget development by a
legislative fixing of those sources of its formation, which provide real earnings.

On the basis of the conducted research of concentration of the resource base of domestic commercial banks
it is identified the existence of six financial centers in Ukraine, which formed during the period of the study about
90% of the banking infrastructure of the country. The structure of credit and investment portfolio of commercial
banks in the section of the determined financial cents and in the section of the entities of attraction is analyzed.
The attention is paid to the problems of inter-regional differentiation by indicators that characterize the lending
of entities of the economics of Ukraine. It is proved that we can not completely positively evaluate a fact that a
maximization of credit investments in the real economy allows to maximize economic effects which as a result of
such infusions may occur. Based on this statement it is identified that the efficiency of lending must be determined
through the growth of GRP, which is caused by attraction to the economics credit resources. It is calculated
the share of GRP, which was created as a result of attraction by entities of the economics of the regions of the
country the resources. The results allowed to state an insignificance of such effect. On the basis of the conducted
research is suggested a number of direction of solution of the existing problems which were grouped on the basis
of organization of interaction and interplay of the three main levels: national, regional and local.

Lynnyk O. O. The formation of the external public debt of Ukraine for 2010-2014: causes and consequences.

The aim of the article is to identify the main causes of foreign public debt accumulation during 2010-
2014. Emphasis is put on the lessons not learned from the previous countrys experience and that of foreign
countries and on the possible risks for future public debt servicing. According to the results of the research it
was conducted that the rapid growth of foreign public debt was explained as the forced necessity for overcoming
the disturbing effects of world financial crisis 2008-2009. Instead of economic recovery as it was expected by
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the government the country copied the well-known policy choices that drove it in the debt crisis. Among them
are: wrong exchange rate policy that apparently contributed to public debt accumulation; low public capital
investments in the regions, which tend to decline (in 2014 they were less than 2% to gross capital investments
in the investigated regions), which is an alarm signal against a background of FDI flight, tensions in the east
of Ukraine, GDP drop, and «galloping» foreign public debt,; in conformance with debt intolerance theory,
according to which the debt threshold is lower for low income countries, public debt to GDP level is too high for
Ukraine, the neglect of IMF recommendations on rising taxes for public when it could have been not so severe
as in the present considering strong impoverishment due to crisis,; and involvement of IMF as the creditor of
last resort that warms of possible defaultable outcome. In the article the positive experience of other countries is
considered, namely of Turkey, where the proper exchange rate policy allowed to maintain the «safe» debt levels
or Chile and Norway that are famous for the effective systems of managing public financing (in Norway it’s
Quality Assurance Scheme and in Chile — National Investment System). Twwo main risks for future debt servicing
are identified — appreciation of dollar and world interest rate rise. As the main stress was laid on the identifying
the theoretical aspects of causes and consequences of foreign public debt accumulation the further applied
research is encouraged, particularly of the opportunities for investment recovery of the destroyed (Donetsk and
Lugansk regions) and other low performing regions and the needed shift from state subsidies to high performing
investment and progressive innovations.

The fundamental changes in the areas of economic development and its strategic bases are the main feature of
the global economy at the beginning of the XXI century. Emphasis on the movement of the accelerated innovation
development, shift to a knowledge-based economy are particularly important for the national economy, where
previously all innovation process was determined the entire decisions of higher authorities by budgeting and
financing. Recently, there has been an increase of interest in budget management innovation activity in the
national economy due to necessity of modernization the economy and, consequently, its organic inclusion in
global economic processes and harmonization with existing in the European Economic Area standards. Innovative
development, innovation activity and ways to increase its effectiveness have been extensively studied by domestic
and foreign scholars. This paper focuses on founded theoretical principles of budget management innovation
and practical aspects of the budget instruments of innovation stimulation in the modernization of the national
economy. This article explores the theoretical bases of fiscal adjustment. The budgetary adjustment as a set of
tools and levers by which the state creates conditions for the mobilization of financial resources and its effective
use are considered, as well as balanced and coherent budgetary instruments impact on the adjusting objects
including innovation activity. Budget management tool of innovation activity are exposed. Investment budget,
budget loans, state guarantees, government subsidies as potential tools of innovation activity improvement
are researched. The sources of innovation funding in Ukraine are estimated. Principles of financial support of
innovation processes are defined. The influence of budget policy on the efficiency and effectiveness of the use
of budget management tools of innovation stimulation is found out. The priorities of budget management of
innovation activity in the conditions of the national economy modernization are outlined.

Kindzyur O. S. Methodological approach to complex evaluation of housing and utilities.

The quality of housing and utilities in most regions are in a poor condition and does not meet the needs and
expectations of the population, and the total amount of financial resources allocated in this sector is insufficient.
To assess the condition of the housing, the government uses the following indicators - the level of deterioration
of municipal infrastructure; the number of houses that need major repairs, provision of housing with measuring
equipment,; number of condominiums per thousand of inhabitants; proportion of families receiving subsidies
for utilities. The article elaborates the theoretical approaches and practical recommendations for improving
the evaluation of the effectiveness of housing and financial support in terms of its modernization. This, in turn,
will provide the appropriate tools of evaluating the effectiveness of reforming housing with taking into account
alternative sources of funding. The existing indicators of condition of housing and communal services focus
on the social impact of housing reformation, but do not fully reflect the performance of enterprises in terms of
profitability, business activity, energy efficiency and more. The analysis of the current values of indicators shows the
result of poor housing reform - for the past 3 years indicators did not change or became worse. In order to assess
the complex situation in the municipal sector in the region, we proposed to introduce the integrated assessment
of municipal infrastructure efficiency that includes eight sets of indicators, such as the competitive environment
in the utilities sector, investment component, social aspects, financial results and innovative development of
municipal infrastructure. We propose to evaluate financial performance by not only the number of loss-making
enterprises and the amount of damages, but also analyze the trend and structure of their accounts payable. An
important group of indicators is the structure of financial flows and the structure of investment resources. In
terms of the deficit of the state budget, the role of private investment and international financial institutions
to finance the modernization of housing sector increases. In our opinion, it is appropriate to expand the list
of indicators of quality and availability of utilities sector, by adding the indicators of reliability and safety of
utility services on the one hand, and energy saving - on the other. The evaluation of the efficiency of regional
programs of modernization of municipal infrastructure cannot take into account only several parameters, as is
typical for modern rograms and concepts. It is necessary to introduce a clear assessment criteria based on a
comprehensive analysis of the results of infrastructure modernization.

The role of border areas in the formation of investment-innovation potential of Ukrainian-Polish cross-border
region is demonstrated. The positive impact of near border location of the territory to attract foreign direct
investment is investigated. The main attention is focused on the socio-psychological factors, in particular, the
quality of human and social capital. Identified that the existing investment-innovation potential of the Ukrainian-
Polish cross-border region is not fully used, most of the investment does not have the innovative nature. It is
established that the main causes of the existing problems are: inadequate quality of human capital, institutional
dysfunctions and high levels of labor migration. To strengthen of investment-innovation practices within the
Ukrainian-Polish cross-border region is offered to improve the quality of provision of educational services and
to ensure the development of innovation infrastructure in the border areas of Ukraine.

Markovych V. V. Methodological approaches to the study of social and economic efficiency of cross-border
cooperation.

Practice of cross-border cooperation (CBC) in Ukraine shows that the use of European forms and mechanisms
of its implementation in Ukrainian conditions appeared ineffective. The lack of scientifically based methodology
for assessing the effectiveness of CBC played in this an important role, and its use can help to estimate the
real situation, problem side and priorities for activation of CBC. In this paper, the research is conducted and
systematization is made of existing methodological approaches to assess social and economic efficiency of CBC
in Ukraine. Analysis of the theoretical works of leading Ukrainian experts shows that there is no single approach
to determine the effectiveness of CBC, and most models examine only some aspects of CBC's impact on social or
economic life of the cross-border regions. According to the author, actual is to create of a comprehensive model
for evaluating the effectiveness of CBC, which would allow to define it for different regions without the use of
conditional or theoretical endogenous parameters and which takes into account the indicators of cross-border
convergence and resource efficiency of CBC. Determination of the effectiveness of CBC can be performed on the
basis of realization of its goals: regional development (i.e. structural transformation, impact on economic and
social indicators), and cross-border convergence (strengthening ties convergence of regional development). To
study the effectiveness of regional development it is necessary to determine the impact of grant funds for CBC
and regional development by regression study (indicators: grants; FDI; foreign trade; GRP). To investigate the
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cross-border convergence it is possible to use indicators of interdependence of such social and economic indicators
as GRP, unemployment and wages. These are the main indicators that allow asserting about convergence of
socio-economic development of cross-border regions.

Regional executive authorities and local self-governmental authorities of all levels have to contain the signs of
systemic work and cooperation as well as controllability and sustainability in order to practically solve economic
and social community problems of represented territories and implement efficient local development policy of
these regions within the limits of cross-border space. By improving the mechanisms of cooperation between
economic entities of management sphere in cross-border space the regions thus maintain the development of their
bordering territories. Cooperation of management structures leads to the promotion of territories’ development
in the limits of cross-border space as well as to increase of their institutional competitive ability and investment
attractiveness, strengthening of territorial communities’ economic potential and maintenance of population
employment, etc. The issue of economic entities cooperation in cross-border space is outlined in the research of
the Sector of Cross-Border Cooperation Problems scientists of the PI «Institute of Regional Research named after
M.1. Dolishniy of the NAS of Ukrainey, in particular by N. Mikula, Ye. Matveyev, 1. Tymechko, O. Demedyuk,
Yu. Tsybulska, O. Tsisinska, etc. The article aims to determine the essence and to classify the mechanisms of
cooperation between economic entities of management sphere in cross-border space. The article defines the
notion of management mechanism of cooperation in cross-border space implying the procedure or algorithm
of actions taken gradually between the management subjects of neighbouring countries’ bordering territories
through the instruments of cross-border cooperation in order to create cross-border product in different activity
spheres. Moreover, the essence of cross-border project is outlined and it is classified by the types. The interchange
and/or interabsorbtion of product, mechanism and instrument of cooperation of management structures in
cross-border space are demonstrated. Classification of the mechanisms of cooperation between economic
entities of management sphere in cross-border space is provided. The components of management mechanism
of cooperation in cross-border space at regional level are detached. The mechanisms of cross-border product
creation are represented through the components of management mechanism of cooperation in cross-border
space. The structure of management authorities of Cross-border Cooperation Program PL-BY-UA 2007-2013 and
the procedure of application submission and signing the contracts are shown. The mechanism of international
technical assistance projects co-financing by the regional budget on the example of Lviv region is explained.
Thus, development of joint mechanisms of cooperation between economic entities of management sphere on the
basis of represented classification can allow establishing of efficient cooperation between executive authorities
and local self-governmental authorities of all levels in bordering regions of Ukraine in terms of cross-border
cooperation. This in its turn implies high cooperation level between them and similar structures of neighbouring
countries’bordering territories. In case of these mechanisms improvement such collaboration in terms of cross-
border cooperation can also be established with nongovernmental companies, entrepreneurial structures and
other organizations and establishments of native and adjacent bordering regions.

Zhuk P. V., Pochtaruk I. S. Restructuring of coal industry of the Western region of Ukraine in terms of
world experience.

The issues of the role of coal industry in social and economic development of countries and regions and current
tendencies in the branch development are outlined. The productive as well as financial and economic condition
of coal enterprises of the Western Region of Ukraine is characterized. According to the dispersion analysis the
groups of mines in the region with low, below average, average and high indicators of investment efficiency are
detached and the conclusion over the generally low economic efficiency of coal producing enterprises’activity of
Lviv-Volyn basin and their actual lack of competitive ability is made. Such situation poses a threat of termination
of their activity and appearance of new socially and economically depressed territories. Special attention is
paid to the necessity of coal industry restructuring in Ukraine and its Western region. The analysis of the ways
of coal industry restructuring in the European countries is conducted and European experience of the branch
restructuring and possibilities of its exploitation in Ukraine are evaluated. The uncultivated coal deposits of the
region perspective for mines construction are indicated. On this basis the directions and mechanisms of coal
industry restructuring in the Western region of Ukraine are proposed. In particular: incorporation of all coal
producers of the region into one public company PJSC “Zahidvuhillyay» along with termination of unprofitable
mines, mines with especially difficult conditions of mining and mines with exhausted reserves of raw coal;
forming of vertically integrated fuel and energy company in the form of state enterprise «Zahidenerhovuhillya»;
construction of new mines in the region in order to preserve coal mining and to create workplaces for the miners;
introduction of special investment activity regimen in the regions where the coal mining was terminated; forming
of special state policy of disengaged coal enterprises employees social maintenance.

Lesiv M. M. Evaluation of the influence of rural development program in 2007-2013 on agriculture
effectiveness in Poland.

Rural Development Policy has been realized within the Common Agricultural Policy as a separate priority
since 2004. In 2013 the Rural Development Program 2007-2013 was finished, which brought the need of analysing
efficiency of the measures which were realized during the programing period. Poland has received the biggest
amount of investments into the sphere of rural development among all other EU member states that’s why it
was chosen to be analysed in the research. The first priority of the polish Rural Development Program 2007-
2013 was given to measures within the first program axis aimed to improve the compatibility of agriculture and
forestry. The hypothesis of the research was defined basing on the Pareto principle and states that 20 per cent
of the investments should bring 80 per cent of increase of agriculture efficiency. After calculating the cumulative
percentage of each of the measures of axis one, it was define that 35,5 per cent of the investments were allocated
to measures focused on ensuring the early retirement of farmers. Big amount of investment were granted as well
to modernization of farms, ensuring the program commitments from previous periods, increasing the value added
in agriculture and forestry. For these four measures there were built simple linear regressions aimed to check
their influence on indexes of productivity in agriculture (livestock production index, crop production index and
food production index). The conducted analyses showed that the Pareto principle was justified by the example
of livestock production index, where the selected measures showed the highest indicators of influence on the
production index. Investments that should ensure the early retirement of farmers showed negative influence
on the livestock production index, which can be explained, that the rates of farmers leaving their occupations
due to pension are higher than the rates of increasing the number of young farmers. In order to ensure the
competitiveness of the agriculture of Poland in future, government should continue the support of modernization
of farms and supporting young farmers in their initiatives to work in the agriculture. Further analyses need
to be conducted in order to evaluate the new Rural Development Program 2014-2020 efficiency basing on the
experience of programing period 2007-2013.

Lipych M. A. The Ukrainian stock market anomalies.

This article presents analysis of the stock market anomalies. It is considered the stock market anomalies as
the market situation, when there are active investment strategies that brings extra profitability and cannot be
explained by any asset pricing models. The author singles out two groups of the stock market anomalies: the
fundamental anomalies and the technical anomalies, depending on the investment strategy, that brings extra
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profitability. The first group includes such effects as the momentum effect, the event-drift effect, the calendar effect.
The second group includes such effects as the winner-loser effect, the size effect, the value effect. This article
describes each of the groups of anomalies and their peculiarities are emphasized. This paper also analyzes the
ways in which anomalies affect prices in the Ukrainian stock market. It is considered the methodologies of the
anomalies survey. The “event study” of the market index PFTS has been used to identify the calendar effects. The
revenue of the stock portfolios that depends on their P/E ratio has been estimated in order to identify the value
effect. The author has evaluated the revenue of the stock portfolios according to their market capitalization to
detect the size effect. The author has classified the stock portfolios rely on their short-term revenue to find the
momentum effect and long-term revenue to find the winner-loser effect. It has been analyzed the abnormal returns
before and after the earnings announcement to discover the event-drifi effect. It is confirmed the impact on the
Ukrainian stock market such anomalies as the calendar effect, the value effect and the momentum effect. It is
revealed the size effect only in the short-term period. It is refuted the influence of the event-drift effect and the
winner-loser effect in the Ukrainian stock market. It is drawn a conclusion that the anomalies have an impact on
the asset pricing in the stock market. There is a need for the further research to identify the factors that caused
the pricing anomalies in the Ukrainian stock market.
